Attractive foliage plant.

Arthropodium strictum (syn. Dichopogon strict) Chocolate Lily #
Perennial lily with thin grass like leaves to ~ 80d-ound in grasslands and open forests. Fragrant
purple blue flowers on long stems in spring. Piefeell drained soil in full sun. Suitable for the
rockery and the wildflower garden.

Austrodanthonia caespitos Common Wallabygrass *

Dianella brevicaulis Shortstem Flaxlily

Diplarrena latifolia Western Flag-Iris #
Endemic broad leafed tussock to ~ 50cm. Stunninigevilowers with purple and yellow markings
in spring. Requires a moist well drained locatiéull sun or partial shade. Suitable container plant

Diplarrena moraea White Flag Iris
A narrow leafed tussock forming Iris. White flowemns long stems in spring. Hardy in dry or m
well drained sites. Flowers best in full sun.

Deyeuxia monticola Mountain Bentgrass #
Fine leafed, tufted grass to ~ 20cm with gracedaidhead bearing stems extending to ~ 80cm.

Patersonia fragilis Short Purpleflag

Goodenia elongata Lanky Goodenia
A ground covering plant spreading by suckers. Brigilow flowers in spring on long slender
stems to ~ 10cm.

Goodenia lanata Prostrate Goodenia

Gunnera cordifolia Heart Leaved Gunnera

containers.

Helichrysum scorpioides Creeping Everlasting #
Spreading multi-stemmed perennial to ~ 30cm. Yelllmwers in spring/summer Found in
heathland, grassland and open forests. Preferd dnamed location. Full sun or semi-shade.

Hibbertia procumbens Spreading Guinea Flower

Excellent for thek
garden or as a container plant.

Podocarpus lawrenceiMountain Plum Pine

Podolepis jaceoidesCopperwire Daisy

Pratia pedunculata Matted Pratia
A matting, ground covering plant with small, blggar shaped, flowers in spring to summer.

Ptilotus spathulatus Pussy Tails

Ranunculus prasinus Tunbridge Buttercup

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Eucalyptus coccifera Snow Peppermint #

Eucalyptus dalrympleana Mountain White Gum #
Upright tree ~ 20-40m high with an impressive whitenk. Prefers moist deep soils. Cold hardy.

One of our giants, usually 20-40m, up to 90m higbminant tree of tall eucalypt forests in fertile
mountain and sub-alpine habitats.

Eucalyptus nitida Smithton Peppermint #

Eucalyptus pulchella White Peppermint #

and other landscapes.

Eucalyptus regnans Giant Ash #

Eucalyptus rodwayi Black Swamp Gum #
An endemic spreading tree ~10-20m high. Found id, awet soaks. Very frost tolerant. A good
windbreak / shelter / habitat tree.
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Eucalyptus rubida Candlebark #
An attractive upright tree ~10-30m high. Found jren dry woodlands in the east and south-east.
Tolerates dry, frosty sites. A good windbreak /e habitat tree.

Eucalyptus sieberi Ironbark #
Beautiful upright tree with a dark, deeply fissutdk and orange-red young stems, grows to ~ 15
— 30m. Found on relatively dry, infertile soilsthre northeast. Good shade / shelter tree, prodt
very durable timber.

Eucalyptus subcrenulata Alpine Yellow Gum #
